MILITARY HOUSING:

PLEASE NOTE:  A change has occurred.  Military housing has informed us that the Temporary Living Facilities (TLF’s) will be unavailable to non-military visitors for the entire summer.  This eliminates the use of the larger apartments during the GRIP Mission.

They do, however, have a large number of Visitors Quarters (VQs) available, which are individual rooms with a small refrigerator, microwave, couch and TV in a living room, with a queen size bed and bath room.  ($39.00 ea. per night) 

There are free laundry facilities in the building. You will just need to bring your own soap and softener.

All rooms have free Internet Access.

We are in the process a assembling a booklet which will give you the “if, what’s and buts”  of what is available, for your use, on the base.  Since this seems to change frequently, we are trying to make sure this information is as current as possible.

QUESTION ASKED:  Can we get access to the swimming pool, specifically the Oasis Aquatic Center?

ANSWER:  The answer given to us from the military is that there is a 50/50 chance that they will not ask for your military ID.  Military Housing told me that some days they allow it and others they don’t.  Sorry we can’t be more definitive than that. 

QUESTION ASKED:  Can we get temporary permission to buy groceries/supplies at the BX?

ANSWER:  No…unfortunately we tried everything with the last mission, the military would not budge.  You must have military ID to get anything from the Grocery Store and Department Store portion of the BX.  You are however, allowed to purchase meals from any business in the food court of the BX.
